A few months ago each section should
have received their Join in Centenary
pack.

The Join in Centenary pack provides
programme ideas for your regular
Section meetings. Good quality activities
bring young people into Scouting, and the
Join in Centenary resources will supplement
your existing programme plans with suggestions
on a Centenary theme.

The Join in Centenary packs contain programme suggestions
grouped into months to assist planning, but any idea can be used at
any time of the year. Each month contains four programme ideas —
one in more detail and three in outline.

Each pack also includes a wall planner. Key national events are
already printed on the planner.

Everyone who supports Scouting during the Centenary year
can wear the scarf, not just uniform members.

World Jamboree

Two Units from Avon will be attending the World Scout Jamboree (each Unit comprises 36 young people
and 4 adults). In addition, there will be around 50 adults as members of the International Service Team,
plus a range of adults involved as members of the Offsite Service Team, Jamboree Organising Team and

Jamboree Delivery Team.

There is also an opportunity to become involved in the World Jamboree by being.a member of the “Build

Team”. People aged from 14 are needed to help ‘build” the World Jamboree site before the event, and

then to help dismantle everything again afterwards. Those helping to build the Jamboree will have free
camping, free food, and will also be given a free Day Visitor ticket to see the Jamboree in action. Imagine turning Ashton
Court into a campsite for 40,000 people, and you'll get some idea of the task ahead for the “Build Team”.
