The celebration for St George’s Day is going to be different this year.  
There is to be one Countywide event to enable members across Avon 
to join together to renew their promise and take part in a day of fun 
activities. 

We’re planning a range of exciting activities to keep thousands of young 
people entertained and there will also be stalls at an Edwardian Fair.   

The activities planned so far in the ‘Activity Zone’ include Wacky Races, 
Assault Course, Human Table Football, Bouncy Volleyball, Crazy Golf 
Course, Climbing Wall, Bungee Running, Bouncy Boxing, Gladiator 
Duel, Sumo Wrestling, Pole Joust, Velcro Football, Laser Shot, Rodeo 
Bull, Surf / Snowboard, Lasar Clays, Quasar.  In the ‘Giant Games 
Arena’; there will also be Giant Connect 4, Giant Jenga, Giant Noughts 
and Crosses and Giant Snakes & Ladders etc.  These activities alone 
can handle 1,300 people per hour, and there will be other activities as 
well!

Wacky Races 

The heats for the ‘Wacky Races’ will be held throughout 
the day.   Each Colony, Pack, Troop, Unit and Network in 
the County is invited to enter the ‘Wacky Races’.

Beavers:  The Beaver Wacky Race will involve 
transporting a Sally Lunn bun between a team of Beavers 
in a simple relay race. Each team will consist of 6 Beavers 
and the event will be timed with the winners being 
rewarded with a prize. The carrying device will be supplied.  
Colonies may enter more than one team. 

Cubs: The challenge is for each Pack to produce a yabba 
dabba doo foot-powered flintstone fiasco formula BC1 
dino-buggie! The dino-buggie should hold two Cubs whose 
feet gather momentum and power the buggie round the 
course. 

Scouts:  Each Troop is being asked to enter in the Sedan 
Chair Race.  Details are on the website for how to build 
your Sedan Chair.  There will be a prize for the fastest 
time. 

Explorers and Scout Network:  We’re asking Explorer 
Scouts and members of the Scout Network to build and 
race a Bath Chair.  The ‘vehicle’ has to resemble a Bath 
Chair and is manually operated rather than turbo charged. 
Someone will need to sit in the chair and a team of people 
will be needed to take it in turns to pull the chair on a race 
circuit.

For those that make their own way to Royal Victoria Park, 
we are developing plans the ‘Park and Ride’ facilities at 
Newbridge in Bath.  We will provide more information on 
this nearer the event.  We advise that you do not bring 
vehicles to the City Centre or try to park in the park. The 
park will be closed to all traffic.
