The event is aimed at all young people in around the Scout county of Avon as well as Guides from Somerset North 
and Bristol & South Gloucestershire.  Everyone will be camping in ‘Districts’ with special camps set aside for 
Explorers/Senior Section and the Scout Network. Hopefully you will be actively supporting your District team in 
pulling together the organisation to make this the event of a life time.  Once you have booked you will receive a 
joining pack just before the event.  
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Day Visitors 

Whilst we hope that most young people will be able to camp, our youngest sections can visit on either Saturday or 
Sunday. Please register using the special day visitor booking form on the website www.avonscouts.org.uk/tof 
(County Office can mail you out the necessary forms if you don’t have internet access). You can register for either 
the Saturday or Sunday, but there will be an upper limit, so book early to avoid disappointment. Cost for day 
visitors is £7.50.
