You'll need to hand in a 1 day
health/activity form (available from the above website or from County Office). Districts will issue wristbands as part of
the check-in process; the wristbands will be needed to take part in the activities.

Q. What is the Beach party all about?

A. This is opportunity to join with some 28 million
Scouts around the world to celebrate 100 years of scouts.
A beach party because it's a British tradition and Scouts
from Avon have been able to enjoy beach parties for the
last 100 years.

Q. Isthere a service?

A. Yes, there will be three short ‘Promise Renewal’
services during the day at 8.00am, 11.00am and 4.00pm
with link ups around the world to other sunrise events.

Q. Whois coming?

A. This is the third and final key county event in
celebrating our Centenary year and all members of the
movement across Avon are invited — and encouraged to
attend.

We fully understand that some of you are at other events
around the world celebrating this unique day. We still
hope, however, that you will encourage others in your
Group to attend a local Sunrise ceremony.

Q. Whereis it?
A. On the Beach Lawns and Beach at Weston-super-
Mare.

Q. Why Weston-super-Mare?

A. This is the third key event in the Avon County
celebrations and for this; we have come to the south west
corner of the county.

Anyway it would be difficult to have a beach party
anywhere else!!

Q. Why should we attend?

A. A great day of activities has been put together for
you. We’'re providing a range of exciting fun events, as
well as the opportunity to mark the 100 anniversary of the
camp that led to the formation of Scouting. There will be
link up’s around the world, and the opportunity to renew
your promise.

Q. Can parents etc come as well?
A. Yes, Parents are welcome to attend the event.

Q. Should we bring our section flag?
A. Yes, for the promise renewals, we will have young
people proudly displaying their section flag.

Q. Will there be any VIP’s?

A. Yes, there will be thousands of very important people
at the event; the young people that Scouting is all about.

Q. What refreshments will be available?

A. Tea, coffee, Ice cream, soft drinks and food will be
able to be purchased from the existing retail outlets on the
seafront (to date, some reduction on rates have been
agreed with the vendors on evidence of a wristband.)

Q. What if it rains?

A. This will be a glorious English summer’s day, events
on the beach will continue. Should the unexpected
happen, we will have large marquees on the beach lawns
with indoor activities.

Q. What about Scout Fellowship?

A. Members of Scout Fellowship are, of course invited
to attend the event (and have been included in the mailing
of this update).

Q. Isthe beach and lawns still open to the public?

A. Yes, the beach and lawns will be open to the public
as usual during the event. We intend to use the event as
a means of attracting more adults and young people to
the movement.

Q. Can we run an activity?

A. The party is a series of bases on the beach and
some on the beach lawns. There is an opportunity for
groups to run a base.

Q. What does it cost?

A. The costs of all activities, the event infrastructure and
the venue are being paid for from county funds. There is
no charge for attending this event.

Q. What should we bring?

However, we recognise that 1st August is a very busy day
in the Scouting calendar. If all the adults in your
section/group are unable to attend, you may wish to make
arrangements for young people to attend with their
parents instead. Young people will need to be
accompanied by a responsible adult (i.e. their leaders or a
parent/carer), and should report to the relevant District
area on the beach lawns; please advise them to bring a
health form.

Q. Dol require a health form?

A. Yes. The health form will need to be lodged with the
District Village in return for a wristband. The wristband
will allow you to participate in the activities. You can
